Carmichael
and CAS schools will be providing summer meals

NEW Business:



1. SSVEC:

a. There is $640 left in the SSVEC account for June. Please use this money first, so that SSVEC
will continue to renew this on a monthly basis. As a reminder: this money can be used for a SSVEC
customer to help pay for electric, gas, or water. Our conference can help SSVEC customers in
Elfrida, Patagonia and Sonoita with this money. The limit is $100.00 for these customers. For friends
in the 85635 and 85616 zip codes, the SSVEC limit is $100.00 but can be supplemented by one of
the add-on funds. SSVEC funds can only be used once a year.

b. SSVEC is closed on Fridays and on Federal holidays. Please make sure that any checks put in
the SSVEC drop box on these days, are in an envelope with the SVdP email address so that SSVEC
can send us a receipt. Blanca has this information on slips of paper in the front office. If a friend has
access to the SSVEC Smart Hub site, we may be able to pledge money using this site.

2. United Way funds. We currently have $5,200 left. This can be used for rent and utilities

3. Cox Cable. There have been issues with the billing from Cox Cable. Please ask our friend, if we
can help with another utility instead of paying the cable bill, so that they can pay their cable bill. Cox
Cable provides both internet and TV services. We will not pay for the TV services. Internet is
available at the library.

4. Pastor Daryll. Pastor Daryll is the Pastor for Krystal Light Ministries, which is off Moson and
Ramsey Roads in the OLM area.

a. Rent: Pastor Daryll’s ministry provides housing to homeless/needy folks but charges them rent.
Only United Way money will be used to pay for rent. Any checks written for rent, will be made out to
the complex/ministry and not an individual. However, SVdP will not provide rent until a home visit
is conducted.

b. Food Bank: Pastor Daryll has been coming directly in to the food bank and requesting food
without going through a Vincentian visit. No food goes out of the door until a slip is written by a
Vincentian. Larry will post a notice on the door.

c. Friends: New/current friends need to be seen by a Vincentian so that a file can be either
established or updated with the friend’s information.

5. Issues were surfaced regarding John Arnoldbick and the housing he provides. Pauline
recommended that another home visit be done.

6. Please keep an eye on the schedule since many Vincentians are going on vacation.

7. Thrift Store:

a. The thrift store committee has changed the meeting day back to the 2nd Tuesday of the month.
The next meeting is Tuesday, 8 July 2025, 1:00 PM, Room 3, Madonna Hall.

b. The thrift store will deliver furniture for a fee. However, if a friend in need requires a delivery,
give Leah a call and she may waive or decrease the fee.

c. The thrift store will honor vouchers for people from Bisbee.

d. The store is gearing up for a big parking lot sale on 5 July 2025 to kick off Christmas in July.



8. If a friend from Bisbee comes in for food, give them the information for the Bisbee SVdP
conference but also give them food.

9. The CDBG grant will be announced at the 26 June 2025 city council meeting.

10. We need plastic bags at the conference.
